What is Research and its Whereabouts?

"Research is an organized, systematic and
comprehensive way to analyze a problem for
answering a question."

According to this definition:

* Research should be organized.
* It should be systematic.
* 1t should be coherent.
* It should be consisting of some problem and
solution-oriented.
* It should have some proper conclusion.
* It should consist of some issue, i.e. historical,
scientific, social or randomly selected from any
tier of life and society.
Kinds of Research
A research has many kinds:
* Experimental research
* Applied research
* Hducational research
* Descriptive research
* Analytical research
* Ethnographic research
* Case study

A research is a way to observe and analyse a
problem that is existing. There should be some
issue to be observed for a problem. For example,
Are students willing to read history? is just an idea
of problem. But it is not at all a research question.
A researcher issue should be, "How
communication skills be developed among
students?"

A research has following procedures to
follow:

Introduction, Abstract, Rationale, Literature
Review, Hypothesis, Research Methodology,
Findings, Suggestions, Conclusions, Bibliography

In introduction we give a brief synopsis of
our problem or issue. We discuss the way we are
going to follow with a rational. Which research
methodology we would follow for the solution of
our problem.

In literature review, we discuss the

predecessors who have worked upon it earlier
and discuss the co-relation of our problem and
ultimately give five or six references who have
worked earlier.

Hypothesis is educated assumption or
rational guessing of how we will deal with this
problem. For example, if a question is: "Do
students read eagerly from the teacher of
different gender?"

The Hypothesis would be: "Why students
feel motivated and excited to learn and gain from
the teachers of opposite sex."

Then we use a research methodology for the
problem. Here we discuss, which method we
followed, what we did and how we come to
conclusion. Then we give our findings.

Bibliography is an essential element in any
research. Here we cite references of persons,
places, ot books we studied and consulted.
Research as Umbrell Term

We can call research as an "Umbrell Term"
which covers whole methodologies for research.
It is like a seed which when implanted grows and
grows bigger and ultimately can even grow other
plants and trees through implantation and then a
garden is there with a range and variety.
Educational Research

Research questions are these questions which
could be judged and analysed like an issue and
which could give us some solution of the existing
problem. For example:

"Can female history teachers teach history
better to opposite gender?"

"How communicative skills could be
enhanced at Graduate level?"

These are the questions which could be
observed and viewed from different angles and
after the methodology some final result could be
drawn out as well.

Characteristics of Good Questions

There are few characteristics of good
questions:

Substantive Questions: A question that
reveals a statement.

Filtered Questions: Questions which are not
required for reseatrcher.

Demographic Questions: Questions which
point out the characteristics of the respondent.

Well-Planned Questions: Questions which
are very clear to the point and do not create any
ambiguity.

Controlled Items

Controlled items are the questions which
have been selected randomly from other studies
already happened:

* Good questions should avoid any repetition.
* There should be no double negation.

* It should avoid premises.

* These should be well planned.

* There should be no ambiguity.

* There should be clarity.

* It should hit the issue.

* It should be researchable.

Conclusion

We can conclude that good questions are the
basic unit of a good research as whole data and
finding of research depends upon the
implementation of these questions to population.
If the questions are not appropriate and to the
point, population will be uneasy to understand
them and as such the results would not conclude
positively with the fulfillment of required issues.

A Celeberated Faroog-e-Azam (R.A) Day

The significance of remembering and
refreshing the memory of Islamic Caliphs is
undeniable. The modern age is a difficult time for
the Muslims of the world. There is need of
exploring and following the life of the great
figures such as Hazat Umer Farooq (R.A). He
(R.A) was the second Muslim Caliph (ruled for
about 10 years), and a leading companion
(Sahabah) and adviser to the Prophet Hazrat
Muhammad (Sallallahu Alaihi wa Alihi WaSallam).
An inviting, pleasant and thought provoking
gathering of impressive personalities was held on
31st March, 2013, and I was one of the fortunate
witnesses to this unforgettable event at the
residence of Prof. Muhammad Azeem Farooqi
Nagshbundi Mujaddadi at G.13/4 Islamabad.
Since it was my first attendance to the Annual
Day in the memory of Hazrat Umer-e-Farooq
(R.A), I could not resist expressing my gratitude
and feelings about this day.

The venue of the gathering itself presented
the purpose of the participants .Both, the women
and the men, were equally invited, who later
showed the equal interest in the proceedings.
Before highlighting the main features and
