Some Important Subjects of the
Surah:

This Surah points out the three

diseases of the Kuffars (the

people of Makkah)
I. The Dewvil of Muhammad
(SAWY)'s Prophet-hood.
The people of Makkah {Kuffar)
were not ready to accept the
Prophethood of Muhammad
(SAW). They were of the view
that the selection of poor and
less influential person as a
Prophet in comparison to the
wealthy Sardars (headmen) of
Makkah 1s against their norms.
In this Surah Allah Almighty
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says, "Prophethood is reward
from My side. | bestow it upon
whom | want. Do these people
have the keys of My Rehmat
(Blessings) and they would offer
it to which they would like.

ii. The second plea from their side
to ..o the Prophethood of
Muhammad (SAW) was that
how could accept that person
as they Prophet, "Who says, the
whole Universe is being run and
controlled by only one God. It
was against their wisdom. The
Guran has vividly descaled and
explained the concept of
Tauheed (The Oneness of Allah
Almighty), but they were not
ready to accept it. They were
continuously denying it arousing
the people of Makkah against
the Prophet (SAW).

iii. The Instruction of Patience

ignore the spiritual needs of the
human beings. It is a fact that
fleshy humans besides hawving
fleshy bodies also have some
spirtual needs.

Lets see now what rules and
regulations Islam has given for
the achievement of success that
guide us in the practical life and
help in eradicating the poverty
and hunger.
1.Encouragement for Economic
Activities
Islam encourages everyone to
strive for economic activities
according to his/her abilities.
Allah (SWT) says in the Quran:

2.Dynamic and Comprehensive
Regulations

Islam has provided dynamic and
comprehensive rules for the
economy like other areas of life
that guide us through every
stage. Keeping in view human
needs, Islam allows prohibited
and repugnant items because
Islam likes collective expediency
e.g. If a life can be saved from a

sip of wine then Islam allows its

use in such circustances. Islam
has also provided economic
concepts that can help in drafting
detailed regulations in every
period of time easily e_g.
prohibition of usury, prohibition of
gambling, good loan (z=%7) .
levy of zakat, permissible [ i)
businesses or professions etc. In
this respect important principles
of Islam like gradual, absence of
harm and reduction of difficulty
guide us.

J.Fairness and Justice

The economic principles that
Islam has given are based on
fairness and justice. Islam has
provided such principles of
creation of wealth, spending of
wealth and distribution of wealth
that secure the interests of all

strata of the population. It has
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enjoined upon the Government to
uphold justice so that people can
be freed from the tyranny of the
tyrants. For this very purpose, the
judiciary has always been
separate from the administration
throughout history so that right
holders rights can be secured,
therefore, Islam has offered the
concept of a welfare state.
4.Circulation of Wealth
Circulation of wealth is the base
of economic principles. Islam has
provided legal rules as well as
ethical incentives for circulation of
wealth. Guran says:

RS R LY SR
so that it may not be [a benefit]
going round and round among
such of you as may [already] be
rich. 537

The above is a part of the said

Ava which is about the
distribution of spoils from cities
captured without war. It was
made clear in the above Aya that
the purpose of distribution of
wealth is the circulation of wealth
that is why it was given to those
who dont have wealth or have a
little. That is to discourage the
concentration of wealth. For this
purpose, |lslam on the one side
discourages concentration of
wealth, pledges severe
punishment for miserliness and
on the other hand shows
displeasure for greed, condemns
extravagance and stresses
moderation in spending of wealth.
Marrated by Hazrat Abdullah lbn
Masud (RA) that

Muhammad (FBUH) said

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moderation and prudence, he will
never be insolvent. (Musnad
Ahmed Vol 2:2308)
5.Consistency between
Materialistic and Ethical
Progress

The basic principles that Islam
has given if implemented in true
spirt, would yield ethical as well
as maternalistic benefits. In islam
material, ethical and spiritual
elevation is consistent with each
other e.g. a rich person when
spends in the way of Allah
(SWT), he thereby achieves the

highest level of virtue.

[But as for you, O believers,]
never shall you attain to true piety
unless you spend on others out of
what you chensh yourselves; 3:92

Similarly, doing favours on others

and helping out the poors is not
possible without materialistic
progress and in this way our
ethical and spintual development
I1s hidden in our materialistic
development.

Similarly, Islam accepts the right
of individual ownership and has
prescribed a share for the poors
in the wealth of rich person. The
purpose behind such freedom is
that the wealthy should work for
the betterment of the society and
thereby to create a society
wherein an environment of
cooperation and trust is
established. A society where
greed and lust becomes norms,
cannot progress. That is why
Islam has made unlawful (#.7) all
those means of economics which

have unethical elements because
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by adopting these means society
Is deprived of kindness and

selflessness.

people whom neither [worldly]
commerce nor striving after gain
can divert from the remembrance
of God, and from constancy in
prayer, and from charity: 24:37
The cooperation between
an individual and the group is
necessary for the purpose of
igniting a spint of kindness,
selflessness and service to
humanity between the people of
the society.
Narrated An-Nu'man bin
Bashir:
Allah’'s Apostle said, "You see the
believers as regards their being

merciful among themselves and

showing love among themselves
and being kind, resembling one
body, so that, if any part of the
body i1s not well then the whole
body shares the sleeplessness
(insomnia) and fever with it."
Bukhar 3:970

In contrast to this, in other
systems there i1s a conflict among
individuals and the public.
Principles and vested interests
are in conflict with each other and
because of it these systems have
failed in all practicalities.

The compulsory principle in Islam
to achieve success is that people
of a society must cooperate with
each other. According to Imam
Ibn Hizam, He is not a believer
who eats full belly and his
neighbour sleeps hungry. Every

person in every city is answerable
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for the death of a person because
of hunger. All such people are
responsible for payment of blood
maney.

6.Developing Standard of
Living

|slam encourages to improve the
standard of living in accordance
with the changing circumstances
so that people can fulfill their
needs in a better way. Similarly,
|slam has given basic principles
of economy like profession but
left the details on the prevailing
circumstances so that living
standard of humans could be
improved. Alongside it also
stressed upon that living standard
should not be made objective of
life so that in society greed and
lust could not be created.

It |s narrated on the authorty of

Abdullah b. Mas'ud that the
Apostle of Allah {may peace be
upon him), observed: He who has
in his heart the weight of a
mustard seed of pnde shall not
enter Paradise. A person
(amongst his hearers) said: Verily
a person loves that his dress
should be fine, and his shoes
should be fine. He (the Holy
Prophet) remarked: Verily, Allah
Is Graceful and He loves Grace.
Pride is disdaining the truth {out
of self-conceit) and contempt for
the people. (Muslim 1:266)

Islam made it possible to make
standard of lving ever developing
by giving economic freedom.
Those who leave behind in the
economic race, Islam does not
leave them on their own rather it

has prescribed a minimum living
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standard in the shape of Zakat
institution.

Standard of living depends on the
circumstances of the economic
enviranment and economic
means of every period of time.
Every person is free to choose
the economic means to fulfil
hisfher economic needs. The only
condition is that it does not make
him/her proud and priority should
be given to those who are
economically deprived.
{.Eradication of Hunger and
Poverty

|slam managed to eradicate
povert and hunger for the
economic welfare. Because
poverty and hunger bears harmful
effects on the personality of a

human, on his faith, on his

character & ethics.

FProphet Muhammad (FBUH) said
FPoverty can almost turn into
disbelief. Shah Waliullah 40:37
Frophet Muhammad (FBUH)
used to invoke Allah (SWT) O
Allah | seek refuge in You from
disbelief and poverty. Someone
enquired: Are these two equal?
The Prophet (FBUH) replied Yes.
Sahih lbn Hibban, Hadith: 1026
Al-lhsan

FPoverty and hunger is also
harmful for family life. The Quran
Imposes a condition for marriage
contract (L &) that one must be
able to support the family life

because poverty creates many

lslam wants to drive out poverty
and hunger from the society and
strives to prowide the necessities
of life to every member of the
society so that the society can
progress to its full potential and
all the people can live a life of
prosperity and calm.

8.The Role of 5State in the
achievement of Economic
Welfare

Islamic State is a social welfare
state. In Islam reponsibility of the
State is not limited to ensure
internal law & order and defense
of its boundaries but also to
establish true and natural equality

in every sector of the life, remove
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all the obstacles that hinder the
equality of effort and struggle in
the persuit of fair economic
objectives of its citizens and
provision of basic needs of its
citizens whether Muslims or
Mon-Muslims. If it finds anywhere
within its boundaries hunger &
starvation, poverty & famine,
oppression & abuse then it
should use all its powers to
eradicate these ills.

lslam has given a guideline
concerbning economic life that it
Is the duty of an Islamic Society
and Islamic State that it should
strive to eliminate hunger and
poverty as it strives to abolish the
darknesses of unfaith.

|slam has opened doors of
economic struggle to all but has

also given the concept that this

ownership is like a trust. In the
wealth of everybody, Allah (SWT)
and His servants have a right. It
Is necessary that everybody after
meeting his fair needs should
fulfil the rights of the State and
other humans. The Zakat Levy
was made obligatory on the
persons who have a minimum
threshold of wealth for lewy of
Zakat (—l<_=|=) for the purpose
of helping the State and people to
eradicate poverty and hunger. It
Is the responsibility of an Islamic
State that it should make
arrangements for the
guardianship of all those people
who are handicapped, destitute
or hungry.

Marrated by Hazrat Jabir Bin
Abdullah (RA) that once some

iImpoverished people came to the
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FProphet (PBUH) and after seeing
them the FProphet (PBUH)
became heartbroken. He went to
his house but could not find
anything.

More
than hundreds of thousands of
people were registered who were
provided food to their door steps.
For poors and needy without any
prejudice, the order was to give
them a daily stipend.

|slam established this system in
its standardized form and it is
quite different from Capitalist
system. The principle followed in
the Capitalist system is that
whoever is left behind in the
economic race then he has no
helping hand. He 15 doomed to
die in life's struggle. The result of
this is that the chance for the rich
to become richer is there but no
chance for the poor to come out
of the vicious circle of poverty.

Whereas Islamic system provides

equal opportunity to everyone to
earn his livelihood and at the
same time it also helps those who
could not earn enough to meet
both ends.

This system of welfare state is
also different from Socialist
system. It guarantees the
minimum livelihood but not at the
cost of independence and
indiduality. Total ownership by
the state is against the spint of
Islam. Islam allows rights of
and

individual ownership

independence but also
establishes balance and justice.

This is also different from the
modern type of mixed welfare
state. In this system, basic
sponsorship is provided as a right
and to abolish political agitation.

Whereas |Islamic state does

sponsorship with empathy and by
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considering it a religious duty
rather than by compel and force.
In Islamic system not only is the
standard of living increased but
ethical values are also increased.
This 15 a revolutionary concept
which is far better and of high
standard in worldly affairs as well
as in ethical spheres than all
other economic concepts of the
present era.

Resources of Economic
success

For economic success, Islam has
provided following resources:
1.Zakat

fakat is obligatory on every
Muslim if he/she possess a
minimum threshold of wealth
liable to Zakat. It is not a charity,
but rather a right of poors. Where
Zakat lessens the love of wealth

and creates a sentiment to spend

in the way of Allah (SWT) and
sacrifice the wealth, it is also a
comprehensive social welfare
scheme by which help is provided
to the poors and needy in the
country and thereby they are
drawn back into the struggle for
life on equal footings.

social welfare 1s a new concept in
modermn economics. But Islam
since its inception presented a
concept of welfare and service
oriented state and in the shape of
Zakat it guarantees the minimum
livelihood of the poor and
supressed people of the society.
Islamic state implemented this
system in its practical shape.
Population census was
undertaken, poor were registered
and needy people were provided

official stipends and its result was

according to the historian
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Al-Tabari in a short period of time
there were hundreds of people
paying Zakat but there was none
left to receive it.

2.0bligatory Charity

There are many other obligatory
charity that every muslim has to
pay on different occasions iIf he
liable to pay these e.g Sadg-e-Fitr
(&3.¢) also known as Zakat
Al-Fitr. These are also helpful in
achieving social economic
welfare.

3. Infaq

|slam creates a sentiment in
every Muslim for Infag Fi
Sabillillah. It lessens the love of
wealth and persuades to spend in
the way of Allah {SWT) to seek
His blessings in this world and in
the hereafter.

4.Law ofInheritance

|slam has given a system of

inheritance in which wealth of the
deceased is distributed among all
the members of the family
accodring to the fair scheme of
distribution and unlike Western
system of distribution not given to
any one person. By this way
wealth i1s distributed justly and is
not concentrated in one hand.
3.Non-Obligatory Charity

If it i1s necessary for the
Government, it can raise
resources by asking rich people
for charity other than obligatory
charity like Zakat and
Sadga-e-Fitr etc. For the defence
and integration of the country, it is
expected from the rich like
everybody else to show his
generosity and sacrifice by
voluntarily contributing to the
state exchequer.

Establishing system of Economic
Development Eradicate the
economic inequality Economic
Justice Public Welfare. The
meaning of Public Welfare is that
Islamic State should establish a
system for fulfilling the basic
economic necessities of its
citizens and this should be up to
such a level that no person is left
out of hisfher basic needs which
include besides other things food,
clothing, shelter and medical
treatment. This does not mean
that Islamic State i1s responsible
for the provision of all economic
necessities of its citizens
imespective of whether they are

able to fulfil or not their economic
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necessities on their own. But the
aim Is to provide enough to meet
their basic needs who are unable
to meet their needs. Islamic State
shall provide from the state
treasury enough to meet the
basic needs of those who are
furloughed, diseased, old age or
handicapped on the presentation
of proof of their deprivation in
spite of the system of social
security.

FProphet Mohammad (PBUH) has
laid out the principles of
economic welfare_ |t states that
the administrator is responsible to
fulfil the needs of deprived people
under his jurisdiction.

The great famine of 16 AH
because of which that year came
to be known in Islam as Aam Ur
Rima (L./1#)was of such a force
that during the nine months there
was utter starvation in Hijaz.
Hazrat Umar (RA) managed the
distribution of food items and
officially arranged food two times
a day for thousands of people He
arranged food items such as oil,
fat etc. from far off areas e.qg.
from Egypt, Syna etc.
Sponsorship of Animals:

The arrangement of sponsorship
of animals is also the
responsibility of the |slamic State.
The concept of public
sponsorship of Hazrat Umar (RA)

was so vast and all inclusive., he

used to say that if within the
Islamic State any animal is
starved to death, | am worried
that | shall be answerable to Allah
(SWT) for that (The history of
al-Tabari).

Hazrat Umar (RA) has ordered
the incharge of Bait Ul Mal to
inquire about the needs of the
poors and arrange for its
fulfilment. During his visit to Syria,
he came across some christians
who were suffering from leprosy.
He ordered for their daily wages
because of their disability. Hazrat
Umar (RA) saw a blind oldman
begging, he asked for the reason.
The oldman said that he is
begging because of old age,
needs and expenses to meet. He

took him to his home and gave

him something, then wrote to
incharge of Bait Ul Mal this is
beyond justice that we took
advantage of his youth and left
him destitute in his old age.
Arrangement of Education:
Among other needs the provision
of education is the most important
for an Islamic State. Islamic State
arranges for the education of its
citizens. The Prophet Muhammad
(PFBUH) also used to arrange for
the education of the people.
Hazrat Zaid Bin Sabat (RA) on
the instruction of the Prophet
Muhammad (PBUH) leamed to
read and write the language of
Jews. (Abu Dawood) On the
occasion of Badr, it was decided
that the compensation to free the
prisoner was that he should teach

ten children of Madina to read
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and write. Those who participated
in the Islamic Schoal of Suffa to
learn the Quran and its related
subjects, also learned to read and
write. Therefore, Hazrat Abada
Bin Samat taught some people to
read and write. (Abu Dawood) In
another tradition it is stated that
the Prohet Muhammad (PBEUH)
appointed Hazrat Saad Bin Al
Aas (RA) to teach people of
Madina to read and write. Hazrat
Umar (RA) appointed teachers for
the education of children who
were paid from Bait Ul Mal.
Appointment of Helpers for
Helpless People:

From certain writings it is proved
that some people were provided
servants. Hazrat Umar Bin Abdul
Aziz appointed official servants

for blind people or handicapped

persons because of some other
disease and also for the help of
orphan children in Syria (The
Biography and Virtues of Omar
Bin Abd Al Aziz by lbn Jawzi).
During the famine of 16 AH
Hazrat Umar (RA) was providing
food to people officially and he
saw one such person who was
eating with his left hand, upon
Inquiring it was revealed that his
right hand was cut off in the
Battle of Mu'tah, he asked who
do certain tasks for you? Then he
called a servant for him, provided
means of transportation and
provided for him other necessary
items.

Establishment of Motels:
Transportation , lodging and food
Is required for travel to distant

areas and it is also reguired for
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travellers who are left behind for
some reasons. Hazrat Umar (RA)
made such an arrangement for
travellers between Mecca and
Madina so that the needs of the
needy would be fulfilled.

Support for Payment of Debt:
FProphet Muhammad (FBUH) took
the responsibility of payment of
debts who died while in debt and
their debt could not be paid out of
their inhertitance keeping in view
the sufficiency of Bait Ul Mal.
Hazrat Umar Bin Abd Al Aziz
ordered that support from Bait Ul
Mal should be given to people
whao are in debt and attention was
given to the purpose for which the
loan was taken({The Book of
Revenue by Abu Obayd).
Monetary Support for Marriage:

From some evidence it iIs

ascertained that unmarried
people were given monetary
support from Bait Ul Mal for
marriage. Hazrat Umar Bin Abd
Al Aziz wrote a letter to the
Governor of Kofa Zaid Bin Abd Ur
Rehman that from the additional
funds of Bait Ul Mal support
should be given to those who are
unmarried and they dont have
any money for marriage | Seerat
Abdul Aziz By |bn Al Mohkam).

Deficiency of Socialist Theory

The foundation stone of Socialist
Theory is that the Universe is in
essence a matter and is an
accumulation of atoms, which can
only be explained through the
principles of physical laws. Any
belief in the existence of a
Supreme Being 1s very
dangerous and harmful for
humans. Human beings are a
temporary and an accidental
thing in this Universe and are a
powerless toy in the hands of

nature. There 15 no life after this

worldly life and there is no world

after this world. The ultimate
result of this is that this life
becomes the sole purpose of
being. There is no fear of any
accountability and justice. This
brings about unfettered
independence and freedom. A
careful consideration of this
theory shows that this does not
guide us to understand the
manifestations of life.

A human being passes through
many strange conditions during
the course of life from birth to

death. Emotions and intelligence

contribute more than any other
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thing in its development.
Whoever tries to force laws of
lifeless matter and philosophy on
human beings who have
conscience, will and desire, is
infact revolting against reality.
Humans are not like inanimate
objects but they are empowered
to act within certain limits in their
surroundings because they do
have disagreement in their
thoughts.

They think that this organized
universe and all within it came
into existence because of matter
and unlimited energy. They deny
the existence of any Supreme
Being who created manifestations
of limited energy with unlimited
energy. Humans begin to wonder

what this unlimited varety is._ If all

this creation of nature becomes
purposeless then how come such
an organization? How did
Singularity create abundance?
Which power has given oblivion
the awareness?

If we admit that there is an
interlink and discipline in matter
and it is evolving according to a
plan then automatically it has to
be accepted that this system has
been created by a Conscious
Being and after its existence it is
running according to His plan.
Socialist thinkers have so much
downgraded human beings from
its high plane that one cannot
express it fully. The purpose of
human beings is not only to
satisfy their human needs rather

God has given him mind and
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consciousness which is a reality
beyond matter. He has taken
principles of life from matter,
therefore, he has some matenal
needs and to fulfill those needs
he sometimes drops to the lowest
level but sometimes this very
human rises to such highest level
of character which becomes a
matter of pride for all humanity.

Marx claims that the reality of the
universe is matter and human
thoughts and concepts are its
reflection. But now science has
elevated humans to a stage
where the mind is considered the
reality and physical world its
reflection. Matter is not the
creator of human thoughts and
actions and neither its stimulant

for its development. Humans

armed with consciousness
collided with the material warld
and because of his sincerity,
greatness and superionty passed
the stages of development.
Denial of Religion and Ethics:
Marx thinks that religion is a
creation of capitalist mind through
which they exploit poors. This
thinking is totally incorrect.
Religion i1s a necessity of human
nature. Whenever humans face
hardships and troubles, he thinks
that there should be someone
who comes to my help. Quran
says:

"And whatever blessing you have,

it 1s from Allah. And when

affliction befalls you, it is unto Him
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that vou cry for help.”

Religion is the answer to this
feeling and the concept of God is
the healing of every difficulty.
Therefore, humans when caught
in the tormado of troubles then
without any will cries for help of
God. When Hitler destroyed
Moscow with bombardment then
Lenin uttered a sentence
unintentionally "0 My God, how
cruel these people are.”
Journalists asked him, Do you
believe in God? He could not
answer.

Sometime later the daughter of
Stalin escaped to England then
she said that after thorough
consideration, | have come to the

conclusion that for humans to live

without the concept of God is not

possible. Similarly, sometime ago
an earthquake happened in
Russia which shaked the whole
of Russia and the centre of
atheists trembled and at that time
all atheists prostrated before God.
Thus, it comes to be known that
natural inclination towards religion
of humans cannot be eliminated
and also cannot be given the
name of illusion. It is also not the
invention and necessity of
capitalists. All the Prophets,
whenever they came, generally
belonged to the poor strata of
population and who accepted
their invitation were largely poor
people. In their followers, rich
people were very few. Rather

capitalists and landlords nidiculed

them. Then how this theory of
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Karl Marx could be accepted that
religion was created to protect the
interests of capitalists.

Denial of Religious and Ethical
Values

The advocates of Socialism deny
such ethics whose foundation is
laid by capitalists on God's orders
which have no value and also
have no substance. For the time
being wherever there is light of
mercy, brightness of kindness,
luminosity of goodness and
consciousness of nobility in the
world, it 15 because of those
nobles who were ordained by
Allah (SWT) and who were
opposed fiercely by the then
Shaddads, Mamruds, Pharachs
and Qaroons. If humans don't

have ethics then they become

beasts and if they are not
restricted through religious and
ethical values then they would
spread more destruction and
bloodshed than beasts. The
denial of Socialists of ethics is
clear proof of their being
unethical. Lenin, Stalin,
Khrushchev and Gorbachev were
not highly ethical, rather everyone
of them when took power termed
his predecessor traitor and
discredited his services and
removed his name from
Dictionaries and Encyclopedias.

Materialist Definition of History
There 1s no denial that in this
worldly life humans need
economic necessities. But there

Is a difference in that everything

that appears in the development
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of civilization is because of
economic struggle. Rather there
are also other elements for this.
Humans need food, clothes and
shelter but planning for the
fulfilment of these needs does not
create his mental faculties and
his consciousness. In the past
political and social systems were
changed with the change in the
economic environment. But it is
not necessary that those social
systems that are at the same
point with regard to their
production technigues are also
same with respect to their
economic arganization, family
system, tribal order, political &
religious organizations and ethical

concepts. There are many

examples in history which show

that there were more
non-economic factors in the
development of nations. For
example, Romans and earliest
Muslims were both in the same
economic period but history
shows that there was vast
difference in their ethical
concepts. Roman were brutal to
their slaves and in contrast Islam
freed the oppressed segment
from oppression and exploitation.
So, it can be said that in the
development of nations economic
development i1s not a decisive
factor rather it is those objectives
for the achievement of which they
live. They succeed 1In
rearganizing their material
environment for the achievement

of these objectives.
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All the Prophets were symbols of
goodness and righteousness.
They preached their ummahs of
religion of truth. Those nations
that accepted their invitation,
were successful in this world and
would also be successful in the
hereafter. Those nations that
rejected the invitation of Prophets
and made their life burdensome,
were exterminated and became a
symbol of fear. By this detail, the
aim i1s to say that the matenalist
definition of history is . unrealistic.
The real definition of history is
spiritual and ethical. The
movement for the founding of
Pakistan gained momentum on
religious grounds. The battle was
fought on the one side with

English colonists and on the other

with Hinduism proponents,
therefore, the materialists
definition of history has become
worthless and ineffective.

Class Struggle

There is no doubt that there were
certain periods in history when
oppressed people agitated
against the tyranny of dictators.
But to label all the revolutions in
human history as the product of
class struggle is exaggeration. It
Is evident from history that most
of the wars were fought on the
basis of tribalism, brotherhood,
nationalism, racism, motherland,
religion. These proved to be more
decisive and fierce than class
struggle. The revolution brought

by Prophet Muhammad (PBUH)

was not class struggle but was
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purely religious, ethical and
idealogical. In 1947, the division
of Hindustan and founding of
FPakistan was not based on class
struggle rather was the outcome
of purely religious and spintual
principles confrontation. Reality is
that humans have a sense of self
respect. Whenever they find
something against their desires,
they become ready to fight. Only
economic necessities are not the
base for class struggle.

The principle on which Marx
divided humanity into two classes
was proved wrong in his time. He
was of the view that those who
are in control of factors of
production are bourgeoisie, the

capitalists are one class and who

are using these resources to

produce surplus value for their
masters comfort and luxury are
proletariats, the labourers are
second class. Capitalists and
labourers are constantly fighting
with each other for their own
interests. In view of Marx, there
are only two classes. But with the
passage of time, there came on
the scene a third class who were
neither capitalists nor labourers.
These are those labourers who
are managing the affairs of
factories and share their profits.
They are also labour class but at
the same time they have relations
with capitalists. This new class of
labourers is gaining importance in
the economic system.

Marx thought that with the

division of capital and labour,
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capital will increase but these will
concentrate in few hands. But
forty years of history of
industrialized countries shows
that labourers are better off than
before and their standard of living
Is getting better and they are
gaining importance in economic
systems of the world. Reality is
that he has failed to clearly define
the division of classes.

Theory of Surplus Value

The theory of Karl Marx that
labourers are the sole rightful
owner of total profit of production
Is not only incomprehensible but
also impractical. Because he has
totally ignored the impotence of
other factors of production viz.
Land, capital and organization. If

we accept this theory of Karl Marx

that labour is the only measure of
surplus value then say to the
labourers that use all your mental
and physical powers to earn a
single penny, he would not be
able to do that without the help
from other factors of production.
Thus it 1s proved that this theory
of Karl Marx i1s a disinformation
and narrowmindedness.

According to the theory of Marx,
the difference in prices of
products 1s because of the
difference in labour usage in their
production. But sometimes in the
production of a product a higher
quantity of labour was used but it
achieved lower value due to
change in demographics. So, it is
proved that the value is based not

only on labour but also on its
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demand. Marx ignored this.
According to the theory of Surplus
Value, the means to achieve
surplus value is labour. Then
there is an advantage in this for
the capitalists that they use more
labourers than machinery but in
practice, there i1s an ever
increasing role of machinery than
labourers. Therefore, this theory
of Karl Marx is not only unrealistic
but also is impractical.

Theory of State

Marx was too biased in explaining
the Theory of State. He
considered that the State is an
organization of oppression and
tyranny through which capitalists
rob poor and helpless labourers.
History tells us that whenever

there was confrontation between

different classes of society, the
state organs suppressed poors.
But this does not prove that this
institution was always siding with
tyrants. There are instances in
history where the state defended
the rights of the poor and weak
instead of being the instrument of
riches. The Quraish of Mecca till
last fought against Muslims
because Islamic State was
eradicating their social and
political superionty. The existence

of Islamic State was not for
safeguarding the interests of
rulers. Hazrat Abu Bakr (RA)
stated the objective of his
Government * Who are influential,
they are uninfluential for me till |
receive from them the nghts of

others.” Hazrat Umar (RA) said
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"By Allah (SWT), the weak
among you 1s most powerful for
me till | give him his right and
powerful among you i1s weak for
me till 1 receive from him the

rights of others”

Marx asserts that the
Government should be in the
hands of labourers because this
the

class will work for

achievement of matenal
comforts. But it is possible that
when they are in power, they may
become more selfish than
capitalists. The reality is that until
there is control of ethics over our
desires till then looting and
seizing cannot be eradicated from
life. Governments may be with
labourers or with capitalists,

humans always have a feeling of

self projection. He shows his

superiority and high rank through
power, therefore, it cannot be
expected from him to surrender
power by himself.

Marx thought that the state would
finish slowly slowly. But the pace
of time 15 clearly showing that this
institution in the hands of
labourers would be more strong
and stable in the future than
present. The destruction of
Trotsky by Stalin and murder of
Beria by conspiracy of
Khrushchev are the results of
hunger for power. History of
Russia shows that the area of
state power 15 increasing day by
day and similarly the ruling class
IS gaining increasing power to

inflict tyranny on helpless people.
